*1871: Chinese Massacre, LA, 500 white and Hispanic persons
entered old Chinatown and attacked, bullied, robbed, and murdered
Chinese residents,19 killed,15 hanged,1 mutilated, 1/10,

1885: Rock Spring Massacre, 28 killed,15 injured, houses in
Chinatown on fire, Wyoming.

+1886: Seattle Riot, 200 Chinese civilians from Seattle

1887 Hells Canyon Massacre, 7 white man killed 34 Chinese and
mutilating their bodies. 3 white stood on trial, none found guilty by
an all white jury.

*1910: Angel Island, major port of entry for Asian immigrants,
prison-like environment;
