Dear Luke,

Our school, YingHua Language School, has
140 students including 31 non-Chinese-speaking
kids. We have split the non-Chinese-speaking stu-
dents into two groups: ages 5-8 and 9+.

The group of ages 9+ is using "Chinese Made
Easy" (Book 1-3 with audio CDs and workbooks
total over $150 published by sanl lian2 of Hong
Kong). Very good! You'd have other alternatives
for this group such as Ni Hao, Integrated Chinese,
etc. All supposed to be pretty good.

The group of ages 5-8 is piloting a new set of
textbooks to be published in 2004 by ChinaSprout,
Inc. (www.chinasprout.com). The author is Sunny
Zeng of New York, a very experienced teacher
having taught this age group at China Institute and
other prestigious local schools for many years. Her
books are excellent! We have made our own audio
CD to go with the books and workbooks. To use it,
you'd just have to be patient.

Last year, we used our own books with self-
written CD-ROM exercises for the ages 5-8 group.
Also worked out well for us.

Teaching Chinese well is a tough challenge.
We have put in a lot of effort and resources trying
to find the best way. If you need any further infor-
mation, please let me know. Our Chinese-speaking
students are studying Dr. Ma Liping's textbook
series ($50 a year). Excellent!!!

Dear Luke,

Minnesota China Academy, a school estab-
lished 3 years ago, specializes in teaching Chinese
to students without Chinese-speaking background.
The school now has close to 200 students, includ-
ing both children and adults, which are divided
into 10 levels and 12 classes. The school adopts a
3-stage curriculum, which seems to be working
very well.

If you have just a small number of students of
various backgrounds, developing a robust and an
effective curriculum would be difficult. 1 would
definitely suggest that you use songs to teach.
Teaching songs is a very effective way to get stu-
dents involved and to keep them interested in the
language. For our Blue-stage students (aged 4-6),
we use mostly home-made materials. Something
out there in the market you can consider includes:
a recently-published set of Children Chinese by
Jinan University (available through CSAUS),
Chinese for Children by Sinolingua and other text-
books available at ChinaSprout.com. For our Red-
stage students (7 and up), we currently use
Standard Chinese by People's Education Press. It
seems to be working well. They have started a
bilingual version this year. This should work even
better. For students over 9 or 10 years old,
Chinese Made Easy would be an option you could
also consider. Let me know you would like to dis-
cuss more.

Chinese Drive — College Board has decide to add!
But there are some confusion as well. A long story
behind this move:

Many of you may remember that during the
4th Conference in Chicago we had over 100 sig-
natures for the petition letter. The letter then was
sent to the College Board and ETS in Dec. 2002.
Many others work to promote behind the scene.

On 9-16, an All-US-Chinese-Education-Orgs
joint meeting was held in New York (with Ms. Tao
Kai the vice president representing CSAUS). The
meeting was planned to convince the College
Board and 3 reps invited and attended. At the
meeting they announced that the decision was
already made - to add Chinese AP Program!

From 9-17 some news reports released in
newspapers and websites about this. www.chine-
senewsnet.com even called the College Board to
confirm. But they did not want to make official
announcement to the media. Later this web new
agency suspended all related news.

In conclusion: 1). The AP Chinese is on the
way, regardless official announcement or not; (the
"Official" release is expected as soon as in a few
days). 2). There will be a long way, ~3-4 years
long, before it can be implemented. Anyway, it's a
great move, resulted partially from our united
efforts. United we stand! Cheers!

As Norman Ho the President is in China now,
I discussed with CSAUS Act-center and Executive
General Ms. Linda Yang, and like to add a few
more details here:

The target date is around the Chinese New
Year, subject to visa process;

This Group can perform roughly 60-90 min-
utes, mix of songs, dances, some high-light short
pieces from their programs, allowing each local
organizer to add your own favorite programs if
like;

Considering the cost for their (group below 10
people) international travel, US inter-city travel,
Insurance, re-imbursements to actors/actress, etc.
each local organizer should be prepared to share
the general cost $2000-$3000, plus your local
hosting and other expenses;

Considering Chinese schools are mainly oper-
ating during weekend, the performance will be
busy on Fri/Sat/Sun, while for weekday main costs
are for hosting. And thus, the best arrangement
will be zone based, for example, East coast area,
Mid area, South area, ...etc.

You may respond to express your interests, so
that CSAUS can do a better planning based on
demand. More details need to be discussed case
by case later when more details arranged.
